The Kings Arms Hotel has been here for almost three hundred years, 
built in the year 1716, visited by royals like Queen Victoria and the Prince  
Consort who once stopped here to change horses.
               You See, Berkhamsted is quite a famous town really!

 Have you visited Berkhamsted castle? It’s the only castle in England that 
used to have two moats! It was built in 1066 by Robert of Mourtain – the 
same year as the Battle of Hastings!

One of the most interesting people that lived in the castle was Edward the 
Black Prince (so called because of his smart black armour). He was born 
in 1330 and was famous for his bravery and success in battle, such as 
the battle of Cresy and was only 16 at the time!
 
He married the love of his life Joan, “the fair maid of Kent” in 1361 and 
they spent their honeymoon in Berkhamsted castle. 
Imagine you are a King or Queen and design your own coat of arms, or 
imagine you are a brave warrior off to fight in France and design your 
own suit of armour.

The best design every week wins a soft toy of one of the two 
creatures that make up the Kings Arms crest – lions for boys and 
unicorns for girls!
